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ABSTRACT

The objective of this independent study was to compare learning styles in
preparation for the Nursing License examination in the Bangkok area. The study used a
population sample group of 400 nursing license examination applicants from the
Bangkok area. The descriptive statistics used were frequency, percentage, and average.
The inferential statistic used was Chi-Square. Conbach’s Alpha Coefficient test was
used to calculate the reliability, and the Alpha value for the questionnaires was 0.84.

The results found that most respondents were females, graduated from private
universities, spent 4 years studying, and GPA between 2.50 to 3.00. The reasons to
study were to have a high and stable income. The 232 respondents agreed that study in
classroom was not enough and 164 respondents agreed that additional study in the
library was needed.

The result from hypothesis testing concluded that the differences between
gender, range of studying, period of time in the college, the selection of study in
professional degree, and the satisfaction of study affected the nursing license
examination. The most popular learning style was Participatory Learning (x = 3.85),
followed closely by Cooperative Learning style. The Dependent, Participatory, and

Competitive learning styles affect nursing license examination at the significant level
0.05.
